Questions to Ask a Teacher at a Parent/Teacher Conference

Parent:    Good morning     Mrs./Mr.(Name of the Teacher)       . “How is 

               my son/daughter,      (Name of the Child)     ,doing? “
Teacher:  Good morning     Mrs./Mr. (Name of the Parent)       . Before I talk  

                about your child, I would like to hear from you. “Do you 

                have any questions?”

Parent:     Oh yes. I am a little worried about my son/daughter. 

                 He/she is so quiet at home. Does he/she have any 

                 friends?

Teacher:   Yes, he/she has one good friend. They are always

                  together.

Parent:      Good. “Is he/she getting along with the others in the 

                  class?”

Teacher:    In the class, yes, but on the playground sometimes there

                  is a problem. He/She does not always understand the 

                  games we play here in the U.S.

Parent:       “Is he/she behaving in the classroom?”

Teacher:     Yes, he/she is a good student. But on the playground 

                   he/she needs to go to ‘coachie’ if he/she has a problem. 

                   He/she needs to use his/her words and not his/her 

                   fists.

Parent:      Does he/she have a problem on the playground?

Teacher:   Yes. He/she pushed another student, but only because 

                 he/she does not understand the rules of the kickball 

                 game. If he/she goes to the playground ‘supervisor’ or 

                ‘coachie’, she or he will explain the rules to him/her.

Parent:      I will tell him/her to always solve his/her problems with 

                 words and never by pushing, shoving or hitting another 

                 person. “Does he/she talk or participate in class?”

Teacher:   Yes. He/she is trying very hard and often gives the

                 correct answer. Everyday he/she learns more English 

                 and everyday he/she participates more.

Parent:     “What can I do to help my son/daughter?”

Teacher:   You can go to ABC Adult School and study English. 

                 This way you will be able to help him/her with his/her 

                  homework.

Parent:      “Does he/she have homework every night?”

Teacher:    He/she has homework every night but Friday. There is 

                  never any homework over the weekend.
